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Name of the Scholarship
Prix de Rome (Scholarship) at the Department of Art and Design, HSUHK
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Provision of the Scholarship

There shall be two scholarships with a value of HK$30,000 each.

The scholarship covers overseas expenses for student learning and exchange activities in
Italy, with Rome as the epicentre, including but not limited to tuition fees of the destination
university, airfare, accommodation, and living expenses for overseas study and tour during
the summer term of 2025/26 academic year/ the winter term of 2026/27 academic year.

Eligibility & Criteria

Full-time local students of the Bachelor of Arts (Honours) in Art and Design (“BA-AD”)
and Bachelor of Arts (Honours) in Cultural and Creative Industries (“BA-CCI™);

With a cumulative GPA of 2.7 or above at the time of application,;

With a written proposal of study and tour in Italy in not more than 800 words;

With an admission offer issued by the host institution in Italy (optional); and

Scholarships are allocated on a competitive and merit basis

Application/ Nomination Procedure

Eligible students may submit applications through the SFR-APP by the designated deadline
set by the Student Affairs Office (SAO) and recommended by the Department of Art and
Design.

Students should make themselves aware of the Guiding Principles for Scholarship/ Award
and Financial Assistance Schemes as stipulated by the Scholarship and Financial
Assistance Committee (SFAC) before submitting an application.

Conditions of Scholarship

Any eligible student who fails to submit an application through the SFR-APP and/or
provide/update bank account information through the eCampus, for the purpose of
disbursement, by the designated deadline set by the SAO, will not have his/her application
considered and/or the scholarship he/she is entitled for will be forfeited.

Recipients of the scholarship are required to attend functions related to the scholarship
organised by the Donor and/or the HSUHK.

Recipients shall abide by any other conditions laid down by the HSUHK.
